Guidelines For Veteran Service Agencies

These guidelines are effective on November 1, 2009. Application Requests:
1. All requests for applications for Warriors' Family Assistance must be made directly to the American Legion Auxiliary Headquarters. You may do this via telephone, email, fax or USPS.

3. The Headquarters office will determine the best way to provide the Veteran with the
application. The veteran will be contacted through the American Legion Auxiliary.
4. Applications will be given directly to the Veteran.
5. Once the application has been completed, the Veteran must return it to the American Legion

Auxiliary member assigned to do the interview or to the Headquarters office if directed.

Eligibility for Warriors' Family Assistance

1. Veterans honorably discharged from active duty within the last four calendar years are eligible to apply for Warriors' Family Assistance.

2. Veterans medically discharged from active duty within the last four calendar years are eligible to apply for Warriors' Family Assistance.

3. Active duty personnel are eligible to apply for Warriors' Family Assistance.

4. National Guard and Reservists who have served on a federal deployment within the last four calendar years are eligible to apply for Warriors' Family Assistance.

Types and Amounts of Grants Available
l. Maintenance grants - These grants are given to assist with the cost of living expenses, to reconnect  utilities and to prevent eviction, foreclosure or disconnect of utilities.
2 Medical Grants -"These grants are given to defray the cost of upcoming medical expenses for family members if there is no medical insurance. Note" Service connected medical care is not covered, Grants may also be given to assist in the payment of past medical expenses, provided that a statement of the amount due is provided.
3. Opportunity for Employment Grants - This grant will provide assistance with transportation and child care for those employed or actively seeking employment. These grants may include assistance with car repair and car insurance, if no other vehicle is available.
Credit Card debt is not eligible for payment
Warriors' Family Assistance Grants can meet a variety of needs. Each family's needs will be assessed by the review panel, by interviewing the Veteran and his family. Grants are not based on income levels, but rather on the needs of the family requesting assistance. Determination of grant eligibility is completed by a committee of three, following an interview and review of the application by a local review panel.

Determination of Grant Status
1. The eligible Veteran and/or his family must agree to meet with a local review panel. This panel will     review the application and assess the needs of the family based on the interview and application.
2. Grant determination will be made within 5 business days of the interview.
3. A letter of grant determination will be sent directly to the applicant.
4. Questions may be directed to the review panel at the time of the interview.
5. Subsequent questions should be directed to the American Legion Auxiliary Headquarters
office or the Warriors' Family Assistance Chairman.

Disbursement of Grants
1. Grants will be disbursed by check within 3 to 5 business days of the Warriors' Family Assistance Committee's determination.
2. Checks will be sent directly to creditors. No checks will be mailed to the Veteran or his family.
3. No cash awards will be given to the eligible Veteran.
4. In the event that basic needs must be met such as food and clothing, assistance will be given in procuring those items. The review panel will provide that assistance. 5. The maximum grant allowable is $1,200.
5. Payments may be made to several creditors through one giant, provided the amount does not exceed the maximum allowed.
6. The Warriors' Family Assistance grant is not renewable.
